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When Professor PLO Lumumba delivered the keynote address at the 5th Edition of the
Diaspora Africa Conference (DACON) in Kenya, he did not merely speak; he issued a
challenge. Known for his surgical precision in dissecting the African condition, Lumumba’s
presence transformed the conference into a strategic war room for the continent's future.

His message was clear: Africa is no longer a continent of "potential"-it is a continent of ’
priority,and the Diasporaisthe missing piece of the puzzle.

The Magnetism of Africa: \Why the World is Watching Lumumba highlighted that while
many Africans look outward with longing, the rest of the world is looking inward at Africa
with envy.

He broke down the pillars of Africa’s modern attractiveness:
*The Resource Frontier: From the cobalt of the Congo to the digital economies of Nairobi,
Africaisthe"engine room" of the nextindustrial revolution.

* The Demographic Dividend: With the youngest population on earth, Africa holds the
human energy required to sustain global growth.
